Choice Based Credit System (CBCS)
Pursuing the aim to enhance and give boost to enrolment in Higher Education, University

Grant Commission has proposed Rashtriya Uchtar Shiksha Abhiyan (RUSA). Under this pro-
gramme, the CBCS has been introduced with a vision to enhance the quality of education. The
new UGC CBCS system has been approved and adopted by the Department of Higher Education
and H.P.U Shimla beginning session 2018-19 and the admission for the session 2023-24 will also
be in accordance with this system.

Outline of Choice Based Credit System
1. Core Course: A course, which should compulsorily be studied by a candidate as a core

requirement is termed as a Core course. 4 Discipline Specific Core Courses (DSC) (2 per
subject) and 2 Courses of English and Hindi in B.A./B. Com. The papers under this cat-
egory are going to be taught uniformly across all universities with 30% deviation proposed
in the draft. The purpose of fixing core papers is to ensure that all the institutions follow a
minimum common curriculum so that each institution/university adheres to common mini-
mum standards. Also, the course designed for papers under this category aims to cover the
basics that a student is expected to imbibe in that particular discipline.

2. Generally, a course which can be chosen from a pool of courses and which may be very specific
or specialized or advanced or supportive to the discipline/ subject of study or which provides
an extended scope or which enables an exposure to some other discipline/subject/domain
or nurtures the candidate’s proficiency/skill is called an Elective Course.

2.1 Discipline Specific Elective (DSE) Course (2 each for regular courses): Elective courses
offered under the main discipline/subject of study are referred to as Discipline Specific
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Elective. The list provided under this category are suggestive in nature and each Uni-
versity has complete freedom to suggest their own papers under this category based
on their expertise, specialization, requirements, scope and need. The University/Insti-
tute may also offer discipline related Elective courses of interdisciplinary nature (to be
offered by main discipline/subject of study).

2.2 Generic Elective (GE) Course (2 each for B.A. /B.Com. regular courses): An elective
course chosen from an unrelated discipline/subject, with an intention to seek exposure
beyond discipline/s of choice is called a Generic Elective. The purpose of this category
of papers is to offer the students the option to explore disciplines of interest beyond the
choices they make in Core and Discipline Specific Elective papers. The list provided
under this category are suggestive in nature and each University has complete freedom
to suggest their own papers under this category based on their expertise, specialization,
requirements, scope and need.
P.S.: A core course offered in a discipline/subject may be treated as an elective by
other discipline/subject and vice versa and such electives may also be referred to as
Generic Elective.

3. Ability Enhancement Courses (AEC): The Ability Enhancement (AE) Courses may be
of two kinds: Ability Enhancement Compulsory Courses (AECC) and Skill Enhancement
Courses (SEC). “AECC” courses are based upon the content that leads to Knowledge en-
hancement. These are mandatory for all disciplines. SEC courses are value-based and/or
skill-based and are aimed at providing hands-on-training, competencies, skills, etc.

3.1 Ability Enhancement Compulsory Courses (AECC): Environmental Science, English
Communication/Hindi Communication/MIL Communication.

3.2 Skill Enhancement Courses (SEC) (4 for regular courses): These courses may be chosen
from a pool of courses designed to provide value-based and/or skill-based knowledge and
should contain both theory and lab/hands-on/training/field work. The main purpose
of these courses is to provide students life-skills in hands-on mode so as to increase
their employability. The list provided under this category are suggestive in nature and
each University has complete freedom to suggest their own papers under this category
based on their expertise, specialization, requirements, scope and need.

4. Practical/tutorials (One each with every core and discipline/generic specific elective paper):
The list of practical provided is suggestive in nature and each university has the freedom
to add/subtract/edit practicals from the list depending on their faculty and infrastructure
available. Additions will however be of similar nature.
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Credit Scheme
1. An Undergraduate degree in Humanities/ Social Sciences/ Commerce may be awarded if a

student completes 4 core courses each in two disciplines of choice, 2 core courses each in
English and Hindi/MIL, respectively, 2 Ability Enhancement Compulsory Courses (AECC),
minimum 4 Skill Enhancement Courses (SEC), 2 courses each from a list of Discipline Specific
Elective courses based on the two disciplines of choice selected above, respectively, and two
courses from the list of Generic Electives courses.

2. An undergraduate degree in science disciplines may be awarded if a student completes 4
core courses each in three disciplines of choice, 2 Ability Enhancement Compulsory Courses
(AECC), minimum 4 Skill Enhancement Courses (SEC) and 2 courses each from a list
of Discipline Specific Elective courses based on three disciplines of choice selected above,
respectively.

3. For the purpose of computation of work-load the following mechanism may be adopted:

(a) 1 Credit = 1 Theory period of one hour duration per week.

(b) 1 Credit = 1 Tutorial period of one hour duration per week.

(c) 1 Credit = 1 Practical period of two-hour duration per week.

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1. Eligibility for Admission in B.A. 1st/B.Sc. 1st/B.Com. 1st
Year

1.1 Age Limit
Maximum age limit for admission to B.A./B.Sc./B. Com. courses is 23 years for male candi-

dates who belong to the general category and 25 years for girls as on 1st July 2023. A relaxation
of 3 years is applicable to candidates belonging to SC/ ST category. The Vice Chancellor may
permit age relaxation up to maximum of 6 months.

Important
The principal of college will have the right to refuse admission to a candidate during the session
on grounds of ragging, indiscipline, misbehaviour or bad conduct including unruly acts and non-
observance of code of discipline.

The admission for 2nd and 3rd Year will be as per University/Govt. Notification
1.2 Academic Qualification: A student must pass in the senior secondary (+2) Exam-

ination conducted by the H.P. Board of School Education, C.B.S.E. or an examination accepted
as equivalent by HP University:-

(i) provided that the candidates who have passed the qualifying examination with science stream
shall be given preference in admission to B.Sc. 1st Year

(ii) provided that candidates who have passed the qualifying examination with commerce stream
shall be given preference in admission to B.Com 1st Year

(iii) provided that the candidates who have passed the qualifying examination with Arts, Stream
shall be given preference in admission to B.A. 1st Year

(iv) For students who have not passed 10+2 in Commerce stream and seeking admission in
B.Com. 1st, he/she must have studied either Mathematics or Economics at 10+2 level

(v) The students who want to take Mathematics as Core Course must have studied and passed
Mathematics paper at 10+2 level with minimum of 45% marks

The candidates applying for science stream should have passed 10+2 Examination or its equiva-
lent from recognized Board/University with any of the three subjects out of Physics, Chemistry,
and Biology or any other science subject with 50% or equivalent grade and if or SC/ST candidate
the required eligibility will be 45% or equivalent grade.

Note: Modification in CBCS is subject to change as per Government Notification and Univer-
sity Guidelines, if any amendment is made by in the near future that Government/UNIVERSITY
shall be implemented.
2. Eligibility for the Degree
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2.1 A regular candidate shall have to undergo the prescribed courses of study in a College
affiliated to the SPU/H.P. University for a period of not less than three academic year (and
not more than five academic years) and passed the examination and fulfilled such conditions
as have been prescribed.

2.2 The student shall be eligible for degree through regular mode only.

2.3 For the degree (B.A./B.Sc./B. Com), the student will have to earn minimum of 132 credits
hours of course work for over a minimum of three and maximum of five years from the date
of admission.

3. Choosing Programme Study Courses
3.1 At the time of admission, each student will identify a Core (main) subject in which he/she

will concentrate and Core-II (allied) elective subject which he/she would choose to study.

3.2 Core subject once identified would not be changed unless the student quits a programme
and joins a new programme.

3.3 In these subjects, the student will be required to accumulate a certain minimum number of
credits in order to qualify for the UG degree.

3.4 The degree of the student will be awarded as B.A., B.Sc., and B.Com. on the basis of the
faculty.
